  Grand Lodge communication was held 26-28 May in Orlando.  I attended the communication along with our Senior Warden Dan Massoni and Brother Chris Meissner.  In total there were 14 proposed legislation items after the ones that were withdrawn.  The majority of the proposed items passed and three were rejected.  I will just touch on a few of the item so our brothers that can’t make to our stated meetings will be informed. 





  Per Capita Tax from $14.00 to $20.00 per year.  There were 873 (paper votes) votes cast and the legislation passed with 620 yes votes.  The new tax will go into effect on December 28th 2014.  Our lodge was not in favor of the Legislation.  





  Electioneering- is any communication directed to the Brothers that supports or opposes a Brother for Elective Masonic Office.  The following changes are not considered Electioneering:


For the Secretary upon request, to make available to each Brother a copy of a list of the current Lodge Officers.


For any Brother to disclose, upon request, the name of a Brother currently holding an office.


For any Brother upon request, privately to disclose in a one-on-one situation the name of a Brother for whom the disclosing Brother is voting for Masonic Office.





Rulings and Decisions – The proposal to allow Convicted Felons’ that have had their Full Civil Rights restored will be sufficient to support a petition for membership in a Lodge was rejected by a large majority.





  We will have available all of the other votes at our next meeting.

Greetings, Brothers!





The 18th Degree of the Scottish Rite is the Rose Croix, although the exact degree title varies slightly depending on what part of the country you are from.  Most of the symbolism associated with this degree, for example, the pelican, is well-known, as it has been used outside of the Craft.  (Typically the pelican feeding her young is associated with the blood of Christ that was shed to save us, just as the mother pelican feeds her young from her own breast, sacrificing herself during a time of famine, as the tale goes.)





The symbolism of the number 18 is also relatively familiar. "18" is the numerical value of the Hebrew word "chai," or "life." In China 18 is associated with prosperity. 18 is the age at which a boy becomes a man. And, 18 years is also the reported number of years Solomon needed to complete his temple.





At our next stated meeting, I want to briefly focus on the other great icon of this degree, the rose. The rose, a symbol for alchemy, Christian Rosenkruez (in German, "Rose Cross"), and his book The Chemical Wedding of Christian Rosenkruez, all play a part in Masonry.
